WED 4 SANTIAGO
Arrive in Santiago and transfer to our hotel.

THUS5 SANTIAGO G ©

TUE10 AMAZON JUNGLE > QUITO
Morning transfer by river then fly to Quito for overnight.

WED 11 QUITO

Explore this charming city, once the northern capital of the
Incan Empire and the first ever designated UNESCO World
Heritage Site.

THU 12 QUITO > GALAPAGOS ISLANDS ® © ©

Fly to the Galapagos and on arrival visit the highlands of
Santa Cruz Island to learn about its unique ecosystems and
biodiversity. Later, see giant Galapagos tortoises in their
natural habitat before joining your comfortable and elegant
expedition ship, the Isabela II.

This morning visit Bartolome Island for magnificent views,
before enjoying a zodiac ride searching for the amazing
Galapagos penguin and many other species of marine bird
life. Later explore Santiago Island, an excellent location to see
many different species of Galapagos finches, along with lava
lizards, Galapagos hawks and colourful flamingos.

Explore Dragon Hill on Santa Cruz Island, the ideal place to
spot enigmatic land iguanas. In the afternoon, visit Darwin
Bay which is very rich in bird and marine life.

Visit Santa Fe Island’s idyllic white sandy beach populated
by Galapagos sealions. Following a nature walk, there is time
to snorkel or enjoy a glass bottom boat ride. After lunch visit
black lava South Plaza Island and see land iguanas, frigate
birds, swallows and many other bird species.

Fly late morning to the mainland and connect to Lima.

TUE 17 LIMA
A full day of great sightseeing in this historic city, including a
visit to the wonderful Larco Herrera Museum.

WED 18 LIMA > SACRED VALLEY OF THE INCAS ® ©
We take a short flight to Cuzco and then transfer to the
beautiful Sacred Valley of the Incas, situated at a lower altitude
which will help us acclimatise to altitude.

Visit the Inca
salt mines at Maras and the amazing Inca ruins of Moray
before enjoying a Peruvian Paso Horse show at our special
lunch.

This morning visit the very impressive Inca fortress at
Ollantaytambo before catching the train to Machu Picchu,
the incredible ‘Lost City of the Incas’.
